Assessed (NA), Infected (IN), Suspect (SU) or Restricted (RD) - NO ENTRY

1. BRUCELLOSIS (All Breeding Cattle)

required.

2. ENZOOTIC BOVINE LEUCOSIS (Dairy Cattle Only)

(a) from Herds classified as Accredited Free (AF) - no test required.

(b) Dairy cattle over 6 months of age other than those from EBL Accredited Free herds - one negative test
within 6 months prior to entry to country shows. No Stud Cattle will be allowed entry to the Boonah
Showgrounds unless accompanied by a CURRENT Stock Permit and that such cattle comply with the
above health test requirement.

3. Age of cattle will be taken from 1 April.

4. All cattle in Dairy section must be entered or eligible for entry, in approved herd book.

5. All cattle entered in group classes must be entered in general classes.

6. Any cow or heifer entered as dry, if freshened at time of competition shall compete as a wet cow or heifer
or vice-versa, and it shall be the sole responsibility of the exhibitor to notify the Stewards as early as
possible.

7. The Supreme Dairy Cow will lead the Grand Parade followed by her breed.

8. All prize winners must take part in the Grand Parade.

9. Judging will commence Saturday at 9.00am.
